MINUTES OF 2nd  MEETING OF THE CGPB COMMITTEE - III
(NON -FERROUS & STRATEGIC MINERALS), 

HELD ON 22- 12- 2009 AT  JAIPUR
	2.1.0
	The second Meeting of the CGPB Committee Group-III on Non Ferrous and Strategic Minerals (Basemetal, Tin Tungsten, Bauxite) was held at GSI Western Region Office, Jaipur on the 22nd December, under the Chairmanship of  Shri V. K. Kanchan, Deputy Director General, GSI..



	
	Shri V.K.Kanchan, the Convenor, initiated the proceedings by welcoming all the delegates and mentioned that the objective of the committee is well known. The Ministry of Mines (MoM) will expect recommendations from the committee for future planning based on a market based strategy. He commented that as on previous several occasions the attendance is once again very thin and expressed concern over the issue of non involvement of the member organisations. He made a mention of a letter received from the Additional Secretary MoM which conveyed the guidelines for the proceedings and recommendations from each committee dealing with mineral commodities, and desired that it should be followed. He reminded that the next CGPB Meeting is going to be held on 5th & 6th of February 2010.

	Dr P Gupta, Director Technical Coordination GSI, WR and Member Secretary, requested all members to introduce themselves. After the introduction, he requested the Director CGPB Sectt., GSI  and Director (monitoring), GSI to present their views/suggestions and also requested Shri R.P.Verma Dy.D.G. and Shri M.M.Swamy Dy.D.G. to kindly make their comments.

	Shri G.Das Gupta, Director CGPB Sectt., GSI  New Delhi underlined the significance of the outcome of the committee meetings for the FSP formulation and stated that there should be two annual meetings of the Committee, preceded by SGPB meetings. He mentioned that the recommendations of this meeting will be considered in the forthcoming 46th CGPB Meeting and urged the delegates from the state departments to come out with proposals.

	Shri M.S.Jairam, Director (monitoring), GSI stressed on partnership from the state Governments. He mentioned that the data filing from states is of utmost importance through which the contribution of the state departments can be known and assessed.  He wished that the discussions on this platform should include proposals for follow up work on the already known low grade/small deposits, specially of the deficient commodities.

	Shri R.P.Verma, Deputy Director General, Operation Rajasthan, GSI, opined that besides the biennial meetings of the committee, a regular mechanism of dialogue should continue, to evolve and follow a common strategy. The exact status of the work carried out by all the member organisations is a must to identify the gap areas and the thrust areas. Therefore the major role of the committee can be achieved only through cooperation of all for compilation of data and their participation in future planning.  Regarding the issue of non participation of organisations in the meetings, he opined that a list of the parties who have not yet responded should be intimated to the CGPB with a suggestion to terminate their membership and include others who may be relevant and willing.

	Shri M.M. Swamy, Deputy Director General, Eastern Region, GSI, stressed that mutual collaboration and working together is the need of the hour to achieve the common goal. The state departments should come out with their demands prior to the main CGPB meeting He desired that beyond the exploration programmes and FSP items, matters such as beneficiation and modernization should also be discussed on this forum.

	The Member Secretary asked other willing members to offer their comments. Shri L.K.Nanda, Regional Director AMD, acknowledged that the AMD depends largely on the fundamental work of GSI, but there is no interaction with the state departments which is highly desirable. Shri R.R Nair, Geologist DMG Kerala raised the issue of non availability of permission and TA/DA to attend the meetings. He mentioned that tapping the already proved resources is a problem due to opposition from local people. He stated that good quality sand for construction purpose is in great demand and is presently being brought from Gujarat. He desired that GSI Marine Wing can help in locating workable sand deposits in coastal areas. The Chairman said that the local people should be convinced and assured by the state authorities. Shri Nair stated that the local people have more trust in the Central Agencies than the state departments. Dr P Gupta opined that the best way out is the states to have joint programmes with GSI which will serve all the purposes to achieve the goals.

	The Member Secretary sought comments on the minutes of the 1st Meeting of the CGPB Committee-III and with the permission of the house the minutes were unanimously approved.    



Five Year Rolling Plan submitted by Directorate of Geology, Govt. of Orissa while 

	DGM, Tamil Nadu conveyed that the Rolling plan & Annual Plan proposals to be discussed in the next SGPB in Jan. 2010. Once again all the State Departments were requested to submit their five year rolling plans at the earliest.

1.4.2 Utilization of budget for promotional schemes:

Shri Mehrotra from MECL informed that the Promotional funds available are around Rs 10 crore, and are being utilized for exploration.
1.4.4 Partnership in exploration:
Shri Jairam commented that the items for partnership can be taken up only if decided beforehand and proposed in time. If the programmes come up at the last moment when the states are themselves not able to take up their own programmes, they can not be considered. The DGMs should themselves contribute in all the programmes proposed for partnership. Shri Mevada, CGM Gujarat complained that the GSI reports have not been made available. Dr P Gupta commented that entire reports of Gujarat states have been requisitioned by CGM which is difficult to fulfill, given the man power and the finance involved in the reprography. He also reminded that the CGM, Gujarat has been requested to give the priority list, which has not yet been received. It was suggested that a prioritisation should be made as per need and a person should be sent to check and take receipt of reports of a particular lot.

1.4.5 End user specifications & advancement of technology:
The data from IBM has not been submitted to the committee. However Shri Jairam informed that this data is available on the website of IBM which can be viewed.
1.4.7 Data Sharing and dissemination:

Director (Tech), MoM communicated that the “Field guidelines for adoption of UNFC” given in MCDR may be adopted as a standard for drafting the format, especially the guidelines pertaining to G- 4 axis. All the organisations were once again requested to submit the technical data for future planning of the exploration activity.

         The issue of non involvement of some member organisations was again discussed. It was decided that the committee should suggest to MoM/CGPB to modify the membership so as to replace the unwilling members with other relevant and willing parties.

	Shri K. Balasubramanian, Deputy Director, CGM, Tamil Nadu conveyed that geochemical investigation for molybdenum is being carried out in Salem district. He stated that more items are not being taken up due to the limited manpower available.

	Shri V.K.Ojha, Deputy Director, DGM, Jharkhand, reported that no work could be undertaken due to the State Assembly Elections. A map of bauxite occurrences is being compiled on 1:50K utilizing remote sensing data and field checks.

	Dr B.N.Shankar, Deputy Director, DGM, Karnataka, informed that no work was carried out during the review period. He mentioned that the exploration wing is to be revamped which is expected in near future.

	Shri K Pattanaik. Geologist explained the work done to explore small plateaux in Koraput district. Shri M.M.Swamy, Dy.D.G. GSI. advised that the work should be taken up after consultations with GSI Op: Orissa, so as to avoid any duplication of work.

	Shri R.R.Nair, Senior Geologist DMG Kerala stated that no work was carried out during the review period. He desired that the anomalous zones of silver and tungsten reported earlier by GSI in the state should be followed up with further studies. Shri M.M.Swamy, Dy.D.G. GSI commented that a lot of work has been done on tungsten and the information can be obtained from GSI, SRO. He was advised to contact GSI Op; TNP&K for proposals on work for silver.

	Shri N.K.Chandrakar, Deputy. Director.DGM, Chhattisgarh, informed that no work has been done during the review period, however investigation for bauxite is proposed in the current FS in Ambikapur and Kabirdham districts.

	Shri L.K.Nanda Regional Director, AMD presented the work carried out in different regions. Dr P Gupta enquired whether PGE or Molybdenum association has been noticed in the albitites of the Rohil area of Rajasthan, to which the reply was in the negative. In reply to a querry from Shri K. Pattanaik, Shri Nanda mentioned that very good monazite sands occur near Puri, upto Balasore, Orissa.

	Shri A.K. Mehrotra, Senior Manager, MECL, presented the progress of basemetal exploration in Chittorgarh district, Rajasthan and agreed that in general the observations made, tally with the GSI view. He also mentioned that the promotional funds received have been utilized for exploration work in Jiajuri Glass Sand Project, Nagaon, Assam;  Copper exploration in Wari, Chittorgarh Rajasthan; and Phosphorite exploration Udaipur, Rajasthan. Limestone exploration in Jaintia Hills, Meghalaya and for Rupa dolomite Arunachal Pradesh will start shortly. The Chairman advised that in future the detailed results should be presented through power point.

	Shri R.V.S. Nagesh, Scientist F, DMRL, stressed the need for self reliance in respect of the tungsten resource in the country and requested for evolving a strategy to achieve this.

	Shri M Venkatasubramanian, Epxl. Manager, Rio Tinto commented that the company has so far been engaged only in Diamond Exploration but now plans to enter into other commodities. Shri R.P.Verma Dy.D.G. GSI enquired whether any gound work has been done.It was replied that presently the data of Global Resources Evaluation for minerals is being consulted.

	Shri M.Mohan, Director GSI CR, presented the highlights of work on investigation for copper in Gadchiroli and Chandrapur districts, Maharashtra.

	Shri M.M.Swamy, Dy.D.G.,GSI ER, briefly stated the results of basemetal investigation in Tamakhun-Thakurdungri area, Purulia district, WB.

	Shri J.C.Dutta, Director GSI NER, gave an account of the work for search for basemetal in Jaintia Hills and Ri Bhoi districts, along with the outlines of the work proposed in East Khasi Hills and East Garo Hills districts of Meghalaya.
Dr G.Malhotra, Director GSI,WR, presented the highlights of basemetal investigation carried out in Salampura block, Bhilwara district and Dhikan Block, Pali district, Rajasthan. 
Shri D.K.Rai, Director GSI, WR, presented the work carried out in Panchokharakhara, Dariba, Mahwa blocks (Sikar district), Nangal block (Jhunjhununu district), and Mundiyawas Khera (Alwar district), Rajasthan. He also presented the outlines of proposals for the current field season.

	AGENDA ITEMS: 
The Member Secretary once again stated that the guidelines from MoM mention that the committee should deliberate and decide upon i)Specific Projects and Initiatives and ii) General Strategy for exploration activity. He invited views and suggestions from the delegates. Shri Jairam opined that stress should be laid on the commodities which are scarce, with deficient or just comfortable resource position. Efforts should be towards assessment of the mineability of small clusture of low grade deposits, and cited the example of the Singbhum Copper Belt. Dr P.Gupta mentioned that the basic necessity of compilation of the database of the exploration should be fulfilled first with the help and active contribution of all the organisations. After further discussions the following decisions were made:


	2.5.1
	Status of RP/PL/ML: The up-to-date status on RP/PL/ML (with Coordinates of the areas/blocks) must be filed by the state governments regularly to help in coordination and planning of future exploration work.

	2.5.2
	Data Sharing: It was emphasized that sharing of data generated by various agencies is of prime importance for maintaining and updating a comprehensive Data base on Exploration. This will help in identification of gap areas, building up of a comprehensive picture of the regional set up and prognostication of target areas.

	2.5.3
	Collaboration with State Governments: It was stressed that instead of mere specific requests the state departments should come forward for active collaborative projects. Their active participation will help in solving the local hurdles as well as make them self reliant for future independent work along with their capacity development. The representatives were requested to impress on the respective State Governments to provide the necessary funds and the manpower which can be trained by GSI.

	Feasibility studies: Feasibility of mining of the several small /low grade deposits already identified and proved earlier, needs to be ascertained in view of enhanced requirement and advancement in beneficiation techniques. This can be achieved through clusture mining after proper assessment of its viability. It was felt that an inventory of small clusters of deposits should be prepared for feasibility studies. The general opinion was that the FIMI can be entrusted with the job of feasibility study, if approved by CGPB.

	Emphasis on search for tungsten: The urgency for search of tungsten was appreciated and it was felt that to begin with a status note on the tungsten exploration carried out so far should be prepared. DMRL should specify the minimum grade which can be taken up by them for upgradation. DMRL has informed that they have developed a plant to process tungsten ores. The Member Secretary suggested convening a meeting of DMRL, GSI, AMD, NML and NARC and requested DMRL to give a presentation. Member Secretary commented that after the outcome of the meeting, exploration work for tungsten investigation can be considered in collaboration with state DGMs.

The absence of many members, specially the private agencies was viewed with a serious concern. It was felt that the agencies/companies not responding seem to have no interest in any interaction/participation, hence the CGPB may be requested to terminate their membership and induct other willing parties which may help in achieving the goals of the committee. It was felt by the members that CGPB Committee III meeting should be an annual affair instead of bi-annual. The annual meeting should be held sometimes in March/April. 
Chairman’s Remarks: The Chairman commented that the discussions were very fruitful and specially praised the very good presentations from AMD and Directorate of Geology, Orissa. He expressed dissatisfaction that many organisations have not attended the meeting. He suggested  that the feasibility studies can be taken up in Bedawal Ki Pal area, Udaipur district and Pindwara-Ajeri area and Sirohi area in Rajasthan; Sakoli basin in M.P. and Allagalli schist belt in A..P. Once again he reiterated that active and joint participation of the state departments will help immensely in dealing with the local hurdles as well as the forest clearance.
