DG and HOD, ER, GSI  welcomed all the members and invitees present in the meeting. He thanked Shri V.K.Kanchan, Dy. DG, and HOD, GSI, Western region for accepting to host the meeting at WR and providing all the logistic and infrastructural facilities so that GSI, ER was able to conduct the meeting. He also thanked Shri R.P. Verma, DDG, GSI, Op: Rajasthan for his kind presence in the meeting. The Member Secretary then requested Shri M. M. 	OPENING REMARKS BY THE CHAIRMAN

	
	

	
	Shri M. M. Swamy, Dy. DG, and HOD, ER, GSI and the Convener of CGPB Committee -I on Ferrous Minerals welcomed all the participants and delegates from state DGMs and private/ multinational organizations for attending the meeting and emphasized the importance of this committee which deals with important commodities viz. iron, manganese, chromite etc. which are of utmost importance in industrial growth and nation building. He also expressed concern on repeated absence of members / invitees whose presences are felt very important in formulating the investigation programme in the next Field Season.   He also reminded the decision taken in the CGPB meeting at Delhi during September, 2009 to discuss and all the issues related to these commodities in the CGPB committee meeting.

	Shri V.K.Kanchan, DDG and HOD, GSI, WR welcomed all the delegates and emphasized that the development of any country is dependent on the development of mineral commodity, particularly the iron ore. He narrated the status of various commodities pertaining to the committee in which the country is self sufficient / dependent. He insisted the committee to formulate concrete recommendations based on the discussion in the meeting. He requested all the prospecting agencies to join hand together with GSI and to decide / prioritize areas for exploration. He also requested all the DGMs to extend their help to clear out the forest problem in mineral exploration.

	Shri R.P. Verma, DDG, GSI, Op: Rajasthan welcomed all the dignitaries and pointed out that in the last five or six years this committee was getting more and more importance because of importance of iron ore. He informed that though the position of iron ore in India is not that bad, still there is need to explore the iron ore resources from virgin area. In informed that in Rajasthan GSI has tried to take up the programme of exploration at its level best. He insisted that it was the time to reorient the strategies of exploration and we will have to think about the resource of different commodities in future. For this he cited the example of chromite for which not much resource is available. He informed that a strategy should be developed to establish the resource. He expressed his hope that there will be a very fruitful discussion in the meeting.

	On para 01.05.01 regarding furnishing information on lease hold status by the State DGMs to GSI and IBM, it was informed that CGM, Chennai had submitted some status without the mineral commodities pertaining to the committee which was given in the review material. Representative of CGM, Chennai informed that at present there was no lease issued for these commodities in Tamil Nadu. Chairman insisted CGM, Chennai to send information in regards of the commodities (iron, manganese and chromite) to the Committee. Shri M.S. jairam, Director, GSI, CHQ informed that some states have sent the desired information; viz. M.P. and A.P. Rajasthan informed that the lease hold status of their state is in their websites. Shri V.K. Ojha, Dy Director, DGM, Jharkhand informed that they will send the list of lease hold status to the Committee shortly. Jairam, Director, GSI, CHQ informed the house that the main purpose of holding SGPB meeting before the Committee meeting was to consider the recommendations/ proposals of the State Departments by GSI to take up any programme in a collaborative manner. Shri G. On a query to the chairman, Shri Ajit Sahoo, Project Leader, Rio-Tinto informed that they are still waiting for the OMC joint venture programme to resolve. M/s  Rio-Tinto also reiterated for UNFC classification while carry out mineral exploartion. Shri S.S. He expressed his doubt on the figure of manganese resources of the country supplied by IBM. Shri S.S.Bhake, Mineral economist, IBM informed that the figure is compiled from the resource figure of the lease hold and free hold areas as supplied by different mine owners and the Central and State Govt. Organizations. It was however suggested to check the resource figure by consulting DID( Detailed Information Dossier)  of manganese from GSI portal. 	Shri S.K.Jena, Director, GSI, Op: Orissa presented the work carried out during the review period. Three iron ore items (two were investigation items and one was a mapping item) are taken up. An additional resource of 7.5 million tones was tentatively assessed at 55% Fe cut-off in the Ghoraburahni block. He informed that manganese occurs as lensoidal bodies with 30-50m length and 10m of maximum thickness. The iron ore mineral is mainly haematite in ferruginous shale covered by laterites. Three new areas of iron ore mineralization were identified. The problem being faced by the exploration party due to objection by Forest authories for continue drilling. It was informed that the investigation was carried out in 100m by 100m grid pattern with drilling and the ore lenses are extending up to 60m depth. Shri Jena also informed that the investigation in Lasarda block is completed while investigation will be continuing in Damurda South block in the next field season also. To a query of the Chairman it was ascertained that Op: Orissa will carry out two investigations of iron and two of manganese. While DGM, Orissa will investigate seven investigations.  There won’t be any overlap with the GSI’s work.

	Shri A.K. Grover, Director, GSI, Op: Rajasthan, WR, Jaipur presented the work done in respect of the iron ore investigations of Rajasthan. Out of three items, one item is completed and two items are continuing. The iron ore investigation East of Khetri Cu belt is completed. The investigations south of Alwar basin and near Pur-Banera belt is continuing. In Bagholi area, iron ore occurs within the albitite zone and the strike length is 700m with 2-3m width. The iron ore contains 50.18% to 53.80% Fe. Geophysical magnetic anomaly suggested a strong magnetic zone in the area. Shri Grover informed that they will be doing reconnoitery traverse and the field work has just been initiated in the Jahazpur belt area. He also informed that there were 4-5 km long iron ore zone in the Toda-Dipas area and on either side of iron ore zone there is banded magnetite quartzite with cross bedding. This suggests a sedimentary nature of iron ore.

	There was no representative from GSI, Op: TN P&K; hence their work could not be reviewed.

	Shri M.Mohan, Director, GSI, Cr, Nagpur presented the work done on iron ore investigation of GSI, Chhattishgarh Unit, Raipur. He informed that presently iron ore investigation was carried out in the Parwi area, Kankar district, Chhattishgarh which started in F.S. 2008-2009 though there were some law and order problem. In Aridongri area iron ore investigation is also being carried out as outside FSP item as a sponsored item. It was kept in abeyance due to forest problem. Now the same is  continuing with the forest clearance.

	Shri M.Mohan, Director, GSI, CR, Nagpur presented the work done on manganese investigation in the area North of Parseoni under GSI, Op: Maharashtra as a collaborative item with DGM, Maharashtra.  Shri M.S.Jairam, Director, GSI, CHQ, suggested to carry out geophysical work before drilling. Shri R.M.Gupte, Chief (Geology) of MOIL informed that geophysical survey has some depth limitations (150-200m) in case of manganese investigation. The Chairman suggested that simultaneously geophysical traverses, LSM, DM and Drilling in phases during this season itself. Shri Mohan intimated the constraints of experienced personnel to do the job simultaneously. Shri Ajit Sahu, PL, Rio-Tinto suggested to consult the literature of Kalahari manganese investigation of South Africa.       (Action: GSI, Op: Maharashtra, Nagpur)

	AGENDA FOR DISCUSSION:

	
	Agenda on the preparation of a base document, as suggested by the Additional secretary, MOM was discussed. The base document for the commodities of the Committee should include two factors, viz. ‘Specific Projects’ and ‘General strategy’. For the purpose of discussion in the meeting the Chairman already circulated a letter containing seven points regarding formulation of this base document which were as follows:  
Many of the subject matters under the general strategy, which are of utmost importance in policy making, were proposed to be discussed on the following topics during the 2nd meeting of the CGPB Committee-I:

i) Conservation and optimum utilization of ferrous minerals considering the future needs of the country through scientific mining, ore dressing and beneficiation technology in tune with global standards.

ii) Redefining the exploration strategy as per the present day needs.

iii) Prioritise / enhance research and development programme in respect of exploration techniques, modernization of field/ sampling equipments and beneficiation.

iv) Strengthening the man power of Central and State organizations as well as other member institutions by capacity building measures.

v) Environmental friendly exploration, exploitation and transport of ferrous group of minerals.

vi) Active co-operation from the Ministry of Environment and Forest (MOEF) in optimal exploration of ferrous group of minerals.

vii) And any other issues of general strategy related with the subject of the Committee.

In course of discussion Shri S.S.Bhake, Mineral Economist of IBM informed that the letters in respect of the threshold values pertaining to the commodity of the Committee-I have been issued and notified. Exploration strategies should be planned accordingly. It will vary from region to region. Regarding conservation part Shri Bhake informed that inspection of mine was carried out regularly by IBM and they submitted the reports. Mine owners are requested to abide by the rule as per MCDR act. It was suggested that mineral should not be wasted at the mine site as well as at the utilization site. Shri M.S. Jairam, Director, GSI, CHQ informed that as per new MMDR act the matter of scientific mining was in the pipe line. He added that the ultimate goal of MOM and IBM is to bring the mineral industry into a global standard. Shri Bhake also informed that IBM is acting as  many issues like beneficiation, ore-dressing, export-import policy etc. He suggested that exploration strategy should be planned according to the market demand of the commodities. On a query from the Chairman on environmental pollution in the mine areas Shri Bhake informed that lot of awareness were spread in the mine areas. He added that, companies like MOIL has taken many measures to overcome environmental pollution in their mining area. He also informed that NEERI is doing many things in this regard. Shri M.S.Jairam, Director, GSI, CHQ informed that some geological base papers are being prepared by GSI on particular commodities like total potential area, explored and unexplored area etc. Shri Ajit Sahu, PL, Rio-Tinto informed that they were adopting some strategies on beneficiation, conservation and  mining which he can supply to the Committee by last week of January, 2010. (Action: Rio-Tinto).
 Shri G. Dasgupta , Director, CGPB Secretariat, New Delhi informed that in Manipur- Nagaland area, chromite in ophiolites was being mined by OMC which was sold directly. The Chairman suggested to analyze some samples of chromite by the GSI laboratory. A future possible occurrence of Platinoid minerals for which concerned region is to be communicated.

	CONCLUDING REMARKS BY THE CHAIRMAN

· The area of operation of this Committee should be restricted to Iron, Manganese and Chromite and the word etc. is to be deleted.

· Any member or invitee may approach IBM for training on UNFC classification in mineral exploration programme.
